Introduction to the Liturgy of the Day 
Our faith is a consolation, but it is also a challenge. We 
know this intuitively, but sometimes we’re not conscious 
of it. Our faith demands that we stand up for what we 
believe, and sometimes that is difficult. Our faith de-
mands that we reach out to those in need. Our faith de-
mands that we make sacrifices. Our faith demands that 
we take up our cross. Every Sunday when we walk in 
here we make the sign of the cross. May it remind us of 
what Jesus asks us to do. 

Introduction to the Liturgy of the Word  
Today’s readings are challenging. Isaiah accepts God’s 
call to prophecy, but he suffers terribly at the hands of 
his persecutors. Saint James insists that Christians are 
obligated to put their faith into action, clothing and feed-
ing the needy. In the Gospel, Jesus tells his disciples, 
“Whoever wishes to come after me must deny himself, 
take up his cross, and follow me.” As we listen to the 
readings, let us reflect on how we take up 
our cross and put our faith into action.

Introducción a la Liturgia del Día

nuestra cruz. Cada domingo cuando entramos aquí 
hacemos la señal de la cruz, nos santiguamos. Y eso 
debe recordarnos lo que Jesús nos pide hacer. 

Introducción a la Liturgia de la Palabra   
Las lecturas de hoy son desafiantes. Isaías acepta el 
llamado de Dios para profetizar, pero sufre terriblemente 
a manos de sus acosadores. Santiago insiste en que el 
cristiano está obligado a poner su fe en práctica, vistien-
do y dando de comer al necesitado. En el Evangelio 
Jesús le dice a sus discípulos: “El que quiera venir con-
migo, que renuncie a sí mismo, que cargue con su cruz y 
que me siga”. Reflexionemos, al escuchar las lecturas, 
en cómo cargamos con nuestra cruz y ponemos nuestra 
fe en práctica. 

Sagrada Familia Pólizas Para Bautismo  
Los padres y padrinos deben estar inscritos y ser miembros activos de 
la Iglesia Católica Sagrada Familia o cualquier Iglesia Católica durante 
un período de 3 meses antes del bautismo, (estar inscrito y ser miem-
bro activo significa asistir a misa y utilizar sus sobres regularmente, 
sea que entregue una ofrenda monetaria o no. El uso de los sobres es 
la herramienta más eficaz para probar su actividad y participación en la 
parroquia). Los padres y padrinos que no sean miembros registrados 
de la Iglesia Sagrada Familia deben tener una carta de autorización 
firmada por el pastor de la parroquia a la cual pertenecen. Los bautis-
mos en la Sagrada Familia no se niegan, pero puede retrasarse hasta 
que los padres y padrinos cumplan con los requisitos anteriores, o 
hasta que haya una esperanza sólida de que el niño será criado en la 
religión católica. Requisitos para los padrinos: Un hombre o una mujer 
bastan. Al menos 16 años de edad, ser un Católico Bautizado que ha 
sido confirmado, recibido el Sacramento de la Santa Eucaristía y que 
lleve una vida en armonía con la fe y con el papel al que se están com-
prometiendo. Los padrinos, sí están casados, deben estar casados en 
la Iglesia Católica. Personas viviendo en unión libre o casadas solo por 
Civil no Pueden fungir como padrinos.  Una vez que los padres y padri-
nos sean aprobados como elegibles, deberán asistir a una sesión de 
pláticas. La próxima Clase será el sábado, 13 de octubre, de 9:00am 
hasta las 12:00pm, en el Salón Parroquial. El costo es $10 por perso-
na. Pueden registrarse en la oficina no mas tarde del jueves al medio 
día, antes de la clase. Adultos solamente por favor.
